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Sherman County Data and Information 
 

The organization and delivery of health care services have undergone rapid evolution in 
recent years.  For many Americans, the cost of services and access to care are important 
issues.  This certainly applies to many rural areas where communities have struggled to 
maintain affordable, quality health care systems.  As economic forces and technical 
advances continue to change health care, it is more important than ever for rural 
community leaders and health care providers to work together to ensure affordable, 
sustainable health care systems. 
 
In an effort to provide useful information resources to rural community and health care 
leaders, the Kansas Rural Health Options Project (KRHOP) has teamed with the Office of 
Local Government, a unit of the Department of Agricultural Economics and K-State 
Research and Extension, to develop this report as a component of the Kansas Rural 
Health Works program.  KRHOP is a partnership of the Office of Local and Rural Health 
at the Kansas Department of Health and Environment, the Kansas Hospital Association, 
the Kansas Board of Emergency Medical Services and the Kansas Medical Society.  
KRHOP is dedicated to assuring quality health care delivery in rural Kansas through the 
promotion of collaborative systems of care.  Kansas Rural Health Works is supported by 
a federal grant to KRHOP (No. 5 H54 RH 00009-03) from the Health Resources and 
Services Administration, Office of Rural Health Policy. 
 
This report presents a variety of information about Sherman County and its health care 
system.  It includes demographic, economic, health and medical data, as well as statistics 
on traffic and crime specific to the county.  When available, county statistics are 
compared with state statistics.  It presents a current picture of the county, and also 
provides some insight on the county’s future.

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Sherman County Data and Information 
 

Demographics and Economics 
The first section covers demographic and economic information such as population, race, 
income and employment.  The estimated current population of Sherman County is 6,054 
people.  More than four thousand people reside in Goodland, while 211 live in Kanorado.  
The population of Sherman County has declined almost 13 percent since the 1990 U.S. 
Census.  During the same time period, the population of Goodland declined 11 percent, 
and the population of Kanorado decreased 24 percent.  The Kansas Water Office projects 
a continued decline in population for Sherman County through 2040.  In terms of race, 94 
percent of the county is white, and eight percent are of Hispanic or Latino origin.  Of 
those with Hispanic origin, 69 percent have Mexican origin.  In total, males outnumber 
females in Sherman County and especially among people younger than 35 years. 
 
In terms of income, an estimated 32 percent of households have less than $30,000 annual 
income, but the average income of a household is $45,806.  Since 1996, per capita 
income has decline from more than $25,000 to about $23,000.  During the same time 
period, per capita income across the state has remained relatively stable.  Between 1993 
and 2003, transfer payments, such as government payments for health care and social 
security, taken as a percentage of total income, have risen.  From 1997 through 2002, the 
percentage of people in Sherman County below the poverty level decreased from more 
than 15 percent to 14 percent.  Between 1993 and 2003, unemployment rates in Sherman 
County decreased from 3.5 percent to less than two percent.  During this period, 
unemployment rates for Kansas as a whole were higher than in Sherman County, and 
Kansas unemployment rates began to rise in 1999. 
 
Health and Behavior 
From 2002 through 2004, use of state and Medicaid funded services, such as Temporary 
Assistance for Families and Food Assistance, increased in Sherman County.  The county 
has had the same number of nursing home beds for the past three years, and nursing 
home bed occupancy remained relatively stable.  During the same three years, Sherman 
County had a total of 40 assisted living beds, and the occupancy rates increased from 27 
percent to 74 percent. 
 
In 2003, the latest data available, the rate of substantiated cases of child abuse and 
neglect decreased in Sherman County by 38 percent, compared to an 11 percent decrease 
for the state.  For the same year, the rate of births to school-aged mothers increased by 
seven percent, compared to a 15 percent decrease for the state.  Sherman County also had 
eight cases of low birth weight babies in 2003, a rate of 11.1 percent, a 38 percent 
increase above the average rate for the previous four years.  At the same time, the rate of 
births with adequate or better prenatal care decreased by nine percent. 
 
From March 2003 through October 2004, 88 percent of visits to Goodland Regional 
Medical Center were made by residents of Goodland or Kanorado.  Two percent of visits 
came from Burlington, Colorado.  During the same period, 59 percent of Sherman 
County residents who visited a hospital traveled to Goodland Regional Medical Center, 
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while 15 percent visited a hospital in Denver, Colorado.  More than nine percent traveled 
to Hays, and three percent traveled to Colby. 
 
Education 
Sherman County has one school district (USD 352 Goodland).  The school district had a 
student-teacher ratio of 13.8 for the 2003-2004 school year.  From the 2001-2002 school 
year to the 2002-2003 school year, the percent of high school dropouts increased from 0.6 
percent to 2.6 percent.  From the 1993-1994 school year through the 2004-2005 school 
year, total enrollment in Sherman County schools decreased from almost 1,250 students 
to 1,000 students. 
 
Traffic 
In 2003, Sherman County had 165 total traffic accidents, none of which were fatal.  
While 32 of those accidents involved injuries, 133 caused property damage only.  16 
accidents involved deer, and 13 accidents were speed related, while four accidents 
involved alcohol.  Restraints were in use in 71.2 percent of accidents in Sherman County, 
compared to 83.7 percent of all accidents in Kansas.  Total crashes have declined in 
Sherman County through 2004. 
 
Crime 
In 2002, crime index offenses, those such as murder, rape, robbery, aggravated assault, 
burglary, larceny and motor vehicle theft occurred at a rate of 39 offenses per 1,000 
people, higher than the state rate of 27 per 1,000 people.  In 2003, the rate of crime index 
offenses in Sherman County decreased to 35 per 1,000 people, below the state rate, which 
increased to 43 per 1,000.  The rate of crime index arrests per 1,000 in Sherman County 
increased from 1991 through 2003, with a high fluctuation from 1996 through 1998.  The 
rate of arrests for Kansas also rose from 1991 through 2003.  The number of law 
enforcement officials per 1,000 people increased in Sherman County, from 3.3 in 1997 to 
more than four in 2003. 
 
Summary 
Sherman County currently has a downward trend in population growth, but people 44 
years old and younger make up the largest part of the population.  Per capita incomes 
have declined, and transfer payments are making up a larger portion of total personal 
income.  Unemployment rates have been lower than for the state and have decreased, 
while unemployment rates for Kansas have risen.  Births to young mothers have 
increased, while births with adequate prenatal care have decreased.  Most visits to 
Goodland Regional Medical Center are made by Sherman County residents, but some 40 
percent of Sherman County residents travel to other hospitals as well.  Total enrollment 
in the county school districts has declined along with county population.  Traffic 
accidents occurred at a rate below that of the state, but restraints were in use at a lower 
rate in the county than for the state as a whole.   Crime index arrests have increased in 
both Sherman County and Kansas.
